Genesis 6:5...13

Bible story

Noah loved God. He told his neighbors about God. They did not want to
hear about God. They wanted to do bad things. God knew Noah loved Him.
Noah made God happy because he obeyed God. Other people did not obey.
This made God sad.

God decided to punish the people who would not obey Him. He was going
to make it rain for many days. The earth would have water all over it. Every
living thing would die. But God wanted Noah and his  family to be safe. So
God told Noah to build a very BIG boat.

Noah had never built a boat before. But Noah started right away to do
what God had asked him to do. Noah obeyed God.

Saw, saw, saw. They cut down trees to make the boar ds. Pound, pound,
pound. They nailed the boards together. (  Show picture 09-1. ) The boat got
bigger and bigger. It was bigger than a house!

Noah did everything just as God told him. Noah made God happy. Noah
loved and obeyed God! You make God happy when you obey.

Talk about the story

Have the children take turns pointing to Noah, his wife, and his sons in
picture 09-1.

Ask: How did Noah make God happy? (He obeyed God.)

Ask: What did God ask Noah to do? (Build a big boat.)

Ask: What are Noahes sons doing? (Pounding nails in the boards.)
