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Review with your child

Parent Tip: Friend or Parent?
Today’s society says that the most important thing a parent can 

be to a child is a friend. However, being a child’s “friend” is not 
the parental role found in Scripture. �e Bible says parents are to 
teach their children right from wrong over and over again (Deu-
teronomy 6:1–9). A child’s most formative years are from birth 
to age �ve. Take God’s Word to heart and train up your child to 
show kindness. Reinforce this week’s memory verse, Ephesians 
4:32, and praise your child this week when he shows kindness.

Give your child a sheet of poster board 
or copy paper and instruct him to draw pictures of four things he could 
share with someone this week. Title the poster “Things I Will Share.” En-
courage your child to decorate the poster with stickers, make a colorful 
border, and use different colors of paper.
